MSc By Research Project
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Undergraduate Degrees
BSc / BSc (Hons)

Description

Classed as a Bachelor of Science Ordinary
or Bachelor of Science Honours, our taught
undergraduate degrees are classed as top-
up programmes. This means they are the
equivalent of the third and final year of a
full Bachelor's degree. Complete the taught
modules and you will be awarded the BSc
Ordinary degree or continue and complete
the 6-month Honours Project and be awarded
the BSc (Hons).

Postgraduate Degrees
PgDip / MSc

A Postgraduate Diploma (PgDip) and Masters
degree are the next levels of study after a
Bachelor's Degree.
